Remarks and Q&A with Mr. Skelton 

Officer Regina has been promoted and appointed Officer Davis, who is the new officer that 
started last week and is learning the ropes. Gwinnett is getting a bus app for parents early next 
year to help coordinate if someone is out sick and let parents know when buses are coming, 
planned for January of next school year. We have the largest bus fleet in the country. 

Gwinnett County is looking at redistricting and are talking about it next fall for implementation 
in the 2027/28 school year. Our seniors in HS are the biggest group we have had; since they left 
kindergarten, enrollment is decreasing. Will mostly affect the northern half of the county 
(Collins Hill, Duluth, Peachtree Ridge). The speculation is that it may not hit North and Duluth in 
2027/28. NGMS is the only school over capacity in our cluster. LCE and Roberts slightly over and 
going down next year, unlikely any of the elementary schools will leave the cluster. The rezoning 
will affect middle and HS, all three levels. It is possible that we may gain a neighborhood, not to 
assume school/neighborhood leaving a cluster. Not expecting major ground changes.
